 Have completed your first full year of 
studies, or  

 Have graduated from such an 
institution within the past 12 months  

 Agree to abide by the program rules  
 Have a minimum of $975 (US) 

available in order to support yourself 
upon arrival in the US  

 Be an Australian or New Zealand 
citizen  

 GAP and international students are 
ineligible. 

 

Summer Work AND Travel USA 
program allows eligible Uni, TAFE 
or Polytechnic students to work in 
the USA for a maximum of 3 
months during their summer 
holidays. You also get to travel at 
the end of the working period for 
up to 30 days.
